EMERGENCY OVERVIEW

PHYSICAL APPEARANCE: White, granular material

IMMEDIATE CONCERNS: DANGER. CORROSIVE. Causes severe and irreversible burns to eye
and skin.

4. First Aid Measures

EYES: [fin eyes: Hold eye(s) open and rinse slowly and gently with water for 15-20 minutes. Remove
contact lenses, if present, atter the first 5 minutes, then continue rinsing eye. Contact a poison control
center, emergency room or physician immediately for treatment advice as further treatment will be
necessary.

SKIN: If on skin or clothing: Take off contaminated clothing. Rinse skin immediately with plenty of
water for 15-20 minutes.

EXTINGUISHING MEDIA: Drench with large quantities of water only. Do not use dry chemicals or
foams.

6. Accidental Release Measures

ACTION TO BE TAKEN IF MATERIAL IS RELEASED OR SPILLED:

Use extreme caution in handling spilled material. Do not mix with any other chemicals.
Contamination with moisture, acids, organics or other casily combustible materials such as
petroleum, paint products, wood or paper may cause fire or violent decomposition, If fire or
decomposition occurs in area of spill, immediately douse with plenty of water.
